The position(s) 
posted is (are) tentative, pending final course determinations and enrolments.

Rate of Pay 

There is a union and bargaining unit in operation in the University. Effective January 1, 2025 
the wage rate of pay for a UG, SGS I, SGS II and PDF is $52.97 per hour, in accordance with 
the Collective Agreement between the Governing Council of the University of Toronto and 

the Canadian Union of Public Employees, Local 3902.  

U/G Undergraduates $52.97/hr + 4% vacation pay

SGS I Graduate Students who have not completed $52.97/hr + 4% vacation pay
at least two (2) years of full-time graduate study and who do not have a 

Master’s degree (or the equivalent) in the discipline. 

SGS II Graduate Students who have completed at least $52.97/hr + 4% vacation pay
two (2) years of full-time graduate study or who have a 
Master’s degree (or the equivalent) in the discipline, and Postdoctoral 
Fellows. 

Please note that should rates stipulated in the collective agreement vary from rates stated in 

this posting, the rates stated in the collective agreement shall prevail.
